Driving Directions: Take I-85 North to I-985 North to US 23. Take US 23 to Highway 23/441 to Highway 
74/441 through Cherokee, NC to Gatlinburg. Approximate drive time from Atlanta: 4 hours 10 minutes. 

What to Wear: 
• Comfortable clothes – Class B t-shirts (with extra layers, if desired); jeans, sneakers 

What to Bring: 
• Sleeping bag, pillow, warm PJ’s, toiletry kit 

• The tunnel is chilly at night.  Plan accordingly! 
• Flat mattress pads are OK; Guests with air mattresses enter last, and only as space permits  

• A plain t-shirt or pillow case for our Fish Printing activity (using fabric paint) 
• Kids may get dirty – wear clothes that can get messy 

• Camera, Spending money for the gift shop 

What NOT to Bring: 
• Flashlights 
• Electronics - Game Boys, Kindles, i-Anything (iPod, iPad, iTouch – except iPhones are OK) 
• Valuables (the sharks are not impressed by your fine jewelry – it doesn’t taste good to them) 

Check-In / Tickets: 
• You will check in with Pack 459 (NOT THE AQUARIUM) on the morning or afternoon of Saturday, March 

16th – times and locations for check-in will be provided in advance to all registered participants. 
• All event tickets will be issued at Pack 459 check-in only, after medical forms are confirmed. 

• AQUARIUM PROGRAM begins at 8:00PM.   
• Everyone will meet at the Aquarium, with your gear, at 7:45PM. 
• Upon entry, your gear will be taken to a storage area until it’s time to SLEEP WITH THE SHARKS! 

Check-Out: 
• Wake-up is at 7:00AM.  Gear is returned to the storage area. 
• The program ends at 9:00AM.  You may stay in the aquarium as long as you wish. 
• Parking is NOT included after 9:00AM Sunday.  Anyone staying later must move vehicles to the city 

parking garage behind the aquarium ($6/day).

• A discounted hotel room block is being negotiated for anyone who wants a room on Friday and/or 

Saturday night.  Details will be provided as soon as possible.
